Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

DWR proposes to implement the Lake Perris Seepage Recovery Project (proposed project) to install an integrated
recovery well system to collect State Water Project water that is currently seeping beneath Perris Dam. The recovery
well system would include up to six water recovery wells and a conveyance pipeline connecting the wells to the Colorado
River Aqueduct (CRA). The proposed recovery wells and a portion of the proposed conveyance pipeline would be
located on state-owned land in an unincorporated portion of western Riverside County within the Lake Perris State
Recreation Area and San Jacinto Wildlife Area, just south of Perris Dam. The remaining portion of the proposed
conveyance pipeline alignment and connection to the existing subterranean CRA pipeline would be located within the
City of Perris, just south of Ramona Expressway.

Implementation of the proposed project would result in significant and unavoidable impacts to noise during nighttime
construction only. Once construction is complete, noise impacts would be considered less than significant. The proposed
project could result in potentially significant impacts to air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, geology, soils,
and seismicity, hazards and hazardous materials, transportation and traffic, and utilities and service systems. However,
these impacts could be reduced to less-than-significant levels with implementation of mitigation measures.
