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BUILDING 8 (UNITS 348, 350, 352, 354, 356, 358) 
Built in 1976/1977, Building 8 is a one-story commercial building located between S. Lemon Avenue to the southeast 
and Paseo Sonrisa to the northwest. It contains a total of six units, has a rectangular footprint, a flat roof, and narrow 
rectangular window openings. The building has minimal architectural detail with the exception of one arched painted 
brick opening in the center of the southwest elevation, set in a moderate building projection with narrow rectangular 
window openings. The southwest elevation also has two glass doors with side lights, six roll-up garage doors, and six 
flush pedestrian doors.

BUILDING 10 (UNITS 20425 and 20427)
Built in 1976/1977, Building 10 is a one-story commercial building located near the intersection of S. Lemon Avenue 
and Valley Boulevard. It contains a total of two units, has an irregular shaped footprint, a flat roof, and narrow 
rectangular windows. The building has minimal architectural detail with the exception of three arched painted brick 
openings at the southwest and southeast façades. The southern end of the building is clad in brick organized in a 
stretcher bond course; the roofline of this section has diagonal woodboard trim. The remainder of the building is 
comprised of cinderblock walls also organized in a stretcher bond course. Three sets of double glass doors are evenly
spaced along the southwest façade. A roll-up garage door and flush pedestrian door are at the northwest elevation.

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BUILDING 11 (UNIT 20258) 
Built in 1978, Building 11 is a one-story commercial building adjacent to Paseo del Prado. This one-unit building is an 
example of a Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its low ratio of void (glass windows) to solid 
concrete wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade. Close inspection of the concrete exterior on 
all elevations shows woodboard form impressions. The primary entrance is located at a recessed area at the 
northeast elevation. The entrance includes a single glass door with sidelights, brick wainscot organized in a stretcher 
bond course, and ribbon windows. The northwest elevation has three decorative concrete panels that project 
diagonally from the wall, a small rectangular window opening, and a roll-up garage door. At the center of the 
northwest elevation is a roll-up garage door and a single flush pedestrian door.

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BUILDING 12 (UNIT 20268)
Built in 1978, Building 12 is a one-story commercial building near the intersection of Paseo del Prado and Paseo 
Sonrisa. This one-unit building is an example of Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its low ratio of 
void (glass windows) to solid concrete wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade. Close 
inspection of the concrete exterior on all elevations shows woodboard form impressions. The primary entrance to the 
building is located at the northern end of the southwest façade. It is recessed and includes a glass door, a brick 
wainscot organized in a stretcher bond, and large fixed window panes. At the southwest corner of building adjacent to 
the main entrance, a large concrete slab projects diagonally from the corner of the building. A single flush pedestrian 
door is near the center of the southwest façade. The southeast elevation has two large roll-up garage doors and one 
flush pedestrian door.

BUILDING 13 (UNIT 307)
Built in 1978, Building 13 is a one-story industrial building (jerky processing) at the intersection of Paseo del Prado 
and Paseo Sonrisa. This one-unit building is an example of Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its 
low ratio of void (glass windows) to solid concrete wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade.
Close inspection of the concrete exterior on all elevations shows woodboard form impressions. This building has an 
unusual footprint, a combination flat and shed roof. The shed roof is clad with shingles (unknown material), has five 
small skylights, and wide overhanging eaves. The main entrance is located at the eastern end of the northeast 
elevation under the shed roof portion of the building. The entrance comprises of a glass door with sidelights.
Alternating concrete half columns and fixed floor to ceiling glass panels are to the east of this entrance. A flush 
pedestrian door is near the center of the northeast elevation. The southeast elevation has two large roll-up garage 
doors and two flush pedestrian doors.

BUILDING 14 (UNIT 319, 325, 329, 333, 337, 341, 345)
Built in ca. 1977, Building 14 is a one-story commercial building facing Paseo Sonrisa. This seven-unit building is an 
example of Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its low ratio of void (glass windows) to solid concrete 
wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade. The building has an irregular footprint and flat roof. 
The primary entrances are located along the southeast façade. These entrances include glass pedestrian doors, red 
brick wainscot organized in a stretcher bond course, large fixed glass windows, and large decorative concrete slabs
with a circle cut out from the center. These concrete slabs project out from the main body of the building. The back of 
the building (northwest elevation) has seven large roll-up garage doors and seven flush pedestrian doors. A large roll-
up garage door and steel framed roof access ladder are at the southwest elevation.

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BUILDING 15 (UNIT 351 and 347)
Built in 1978, Building 15 is a one-story commercial building facing Paseo Sonrisa. This two-unit building is an 
example of Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its low ratio of void (glass windows) to solid concrete 
wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade. The building has a square footprint and flat roof. The 
exterior walls comprise of three styles of concrete: the lower third of the exterior is an exposed aggregate finish, the 
middle layer is woodboard form impression, and the upper level is a smooth painted finish. The main entrances are 
located at the center of the northeast elevation and comprise of glass doors with sidelights, red brick wainscot 
organized in a stretcher bond course, and a large decorative concrete slabs projecting out from the main body of the 
building. A steel framed roof access ladder and a large roll-up garage door are at the southeast elevation. A large roll-
up garage door is at the northwest elevation.

BUILDING 16 (UNIT 20461, 20475, 20473, 20471, 20463, 20465, 20467, 20469)
Built in ca. 1977, this one-story commercial building is located at the intersection of Paseo Sonrisa and E. Valley 
Boulevard. This eight-unit building is an example of Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its low ratio 
of void (glass windows) to solid concrete wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade. This 
building has a rectangular footprint and flat roof. The entrances to the individual units are evenly spaced at the 
northwest and southeast façades. These entrances include a glass door with side lights and a small red brick 
wainscot with fixed glass window above. Projecting concrete slabs, each with the individual unit number affixed, 
separate the entrances. The northeast elevation has three matching concrete wedges projecting outwards from the 
building in a manner that imitates a buttress. Two of these wedges have a large hole cut from the center. Two 
additional building entrances are located at the back of the building (southwest elevation) along with three projecting 
rectangular concrete slabs and a steel framed roof access ladder.

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BUILDING 17 (UNIT 20451, 20453, 20455, 20457, 20459)
Built in 1979, this one-story commercial building is located at the intersection of Paseo Sonrisa and E. Valley 
Boulevard. This five-unit building is an example of Brutalist style commercial building as exemplified by its low ratio of 
void (glass windows) to solid concrete wall surfaces, bulky angular exterior, and unornamented façade. The unit 
entrances are located at the northeast elevation and include glass doors with side lights, red brick wainscot organized 
in a stretcher bond course, and large concrete slabs that project out from the main body of the building. There is no 
fenestration at the northwest and southeast elevations. The southwest elevation has two large roll-up garage doors 
and three flush pedestrian doors.

BUILDING 18 (Unit 20601)
Built in 1978, this one-story commercial building is located at the intersection of Paseo Tesoro and E. Valley 
Boulevard. It functions as an autobody repair shop. This Modern style building has an irregular footprint with a 
combination flat roof and sloped shed style roof clad in composition shingles. The sloped shed style roof has painted 
wooden trim and wide overhanging eaves supported by projecting concrete block walls. The exterior of the building is 
comprised of cinderblock organized in a stretcher bond course. The primary entrance is located at the southern end of 
the southeast elevation and includes a glass door with sidelight. The southeast elevation also has two large roll-up 
garage doors. At the east elevation is one flush pedestrian door and one large roll-up garage door. The northwest 
elevation is heavily shielded from street view by a large cinderblock privacy wall that projects out from the southern 
end of this elevation.
