Project Description: The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) has executed Lake or Streambed
Alteration Agreement number 1600-2015-0311-R3, pursuant to section 1602 of the Fish and Game Code to the
project Applicant, California Department of Parks and Recreation, as represented by Dan Osanna.

The project is limited to the following: demolition of portions of an existing dam structure, grading of channel banks
using cut and fill techniques requiring imported and onsite salvaged soils, placement of vegetated rock rip-rap within
the regraded channel, and remediation of the disturbed portions of the project site upon completion. Temporary
access routes will be created and later removed to access the project site with heavy equipment. Total site
disturbance will be limited to approximately 1.17 acres.
