The Early Childhood Development Center Project (Project) is proposed for the northeast corner of Buckhorn Drive and
Falcon Drive in the City of Salinas. The Project includes the acquisition of an 0.8-acre parcel from the City of Salinas and |
the construction of a one-story building housing five classrooms, a 22-stall parking lot, and a playground. The school will
be designed to accommodate up to 90 preschool children and employ 15 staff and faculty members. The hours of
operation will be 7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, year-round. There will be no evening activities.

Noise: Mitigate for construction noise.

Transportation/Traffic: Mitigate for vehicular traffic generation by contributing its fair share towards necessary
improvements and mitigate for potential safety issues through installation of signage, a walkway and a crosswalk.
