	Project Description: This "Summary Form for Electronic Document Submittal" has been prepared to accompany submittal of the February 2021 Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) for the Rio Mesa Boulevard Pacific.  The Project evaluated in the DEIR is summarized as follows:

The proposed project is in unincorporated Madera County east of State Route 41 north of Avenue 12, as shown on the attached map.  The proposed project would construct a 2.3-mile segment of new road providing a connection between Avenue 12 in the south to a planned segment of Rio Mesa Boulevard within the Tesoro Viejo community to the north. The proposed roadway would include two northbound and two southbound asphalt concrete lanes with six‐foot-wide asphalt concrete bike lanes, curbs and gutters, landscaping, and separated sidewalks. The project would also install storm drainage facilities, water and wastewater conveyance infrastructure, and conduit and pipeline for dry utilities (electric, telephone, cable, fiber, natural gas) within the Rio Mesa Boulevard alignment and linked utility corridors.  
	Project's Effects: Air Quality - NOx emissions during construction would be potentially significant and mitigated to less than significant through compliance with San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District Rule 9510 and implementation of NOx emission reduction measures.

Biological Resources - Disturbance of habitat areas during construction and permanent placement of a new linear feature could adversely affect habitat and special-status species.  Design measures incorporated to the project and mitigation measures to provide compensatory habitat and impact minimization would reduce impacts to less than significant.

Cultural Resources - Potential inadvertent discovery of significant archaeological or historical resources would be reduce to less than significant with mitigation requiring appropriate assessment and treatment in the event of inadvertent discovery. 
	Areas of Controversy: Based on information and comments received in response to the Notice of Preparation the following issues are of public
interest:  
- The proposed location of the Rio Mesa Boulevard/Avenue 12 intersection did not meet Caltrans
minimum separation requirement of 1,300 feet from a proposed interchange at the SR 41/Avenue
12 intersection.
- Previous uses of the Project Site should be considered relative to possible use of hazardous
materials.
- Project direct and indirect impacts on sensitive terrestrial and aquatic biological resources and
wildlife movement corridors from Project construction and operation.
- Project impacts on significant cultural and tribal resources.
- Project direct and indirect effects on areas designated as Waters of the U.S.
