	Project Description: The Tierra Norte Project presents a request for a General Plan Amendment, Zone Amendment and Development Plan to establish a Planned Block Development (PBD) Overlay District for the property located at 4617 and 4665 North River Road to allow for future residential development of the site. The western parcel is comprised of 15.9 gross acres located on APN 157-060-17. The adjacent eastern parcel is located on APN 157-060- 40 and consists of 9.7 acres which completes a total of an approximately 25.6-acre project site. A General Plan Amendment is proposed to designate the site as Medium Density - C Residential (MDC-R) to provide for appropriate densities and use types that will allow for the envisioned multi-family development of the site. The MDC-R designation will allow for a density range of 15.1 – 20.9 dwelling units per acre. A Zone Amendment is proposed to designate the project site as Medium Density Residential C (RM-C) consistent with the proposed MDC-R land use. A separate document has been prepared to serve as the Planned Block Development Plan (PBDP) for the proposed project. The purpose of the PBD Overlay District is to permit flexibility in land-use regulation and site development standards under control of the City Council and Planning Commission. 
	Project's Effects: The Project would result in potentially significant impacts to Air Quality, Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Hydrology and Water Quality, Land Use and Planning, Noise, Transportation and Tribal Cultural Resources. All potentially significant impacts would be mitigated to levels below significance. 

The project would comply with mitigation measures MM-HAZ-1 through MM-HAZ-3 to reduce impacts to air quality; MM-BIO-1 to reduce impacts to biological impacts; MM-CUL-1 through MM-CUL-2 to reduce impacts to cultural resources; MM-GEO-1, MM-GEO-3, and MM-HYDRO-1a through MM-HYDRO-1c to reduce impacts to geology/soils; MM-HAZ-1 through MM-HAZ-5 to reduce impacts to hazards/hazardous materials; MM-HYDRO-1 through MM-HYDRO-2 to reduce impacts to hydrology/water quality; MM-TRANSPO-1, MM-TRANSPO-2, MM-BIO-1, and MM-HAZ-1 through MM-HAZ-3 to reduce impacts to land use/planning; MM-NOI-1 to reduce impacts to noise; MM-TRANSPO-1 and MM-TRANSPO-2 to reduce impacts to transportation; and MM-CUL-1a through MM-CUL-1h to reduce impacts to tribal cultural resources. 
	Areas of Controversy: On November 15, 2018 the City of Oceanside posted a Notice of Preparation (NOP) with the San Diego County Clerk. The NOP was mailed to public agencies, organizations, and other interested individuals to solicit their comments on the scope and content of the environmental analysis. The NOP provided a general description of the proposed actions, a description of the Project area, and a preliminary list of potential environmental impacts. The NOP and comments received during the NOP comment period are included as Appendix A of this EIR and were considered as part of the preparation of this EIR. Comments received covered numerous topics including aesthetics, agriculture, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, hazardous materials, hydrology, land use and planning, noise, population and housing, public services, transportation and traffic, tribal cultural resources and utilities and service systems. 

Regarding issues to be resolved, this EIR addresses the environmental issues that are known by the City and identified during the public scoping meeting. The EIR also addresses issues that were identified in the comment letters that the City received on NOP for the Project. 

Besides the topics that were discussed during the NOP and scoping period, there are no identified areas of controversy associated with the Project identified by the City.
