	Project's Effects: Traffic: The project area is bounded by Claus Road and East Briggsmore Avenue, both designated as Expressways in the City's General Plan Circulation Element.  The General Plan disallows direct connection of residential developments to expressways. The project proposes an amendment to the Circulation Element to downgrade both streets to four-lane Principal Arterial Streets to allow connector street access.  Mitigation measures for traffic impact includes design and installation of new two-lane roundabouts at the intersections of Claus Road/Merle Avenue and East Briggsmore Avenue/Held Drive.



Noise: The project area is adjacent to the Burlington Northern Santa Fe railroad to the east, and Claus Road to the west. Mitigation measures include installation of a nine-foot high sound wall along the westerly boundary of the residential project, a seven-foot high sound wall along the Claus Road frontage, and incorporation of acoustical treatments in construction of residences within 200-feet of the BNSF railroad and residences that back up to Claus Road to reduce interior noise and vibration levels to 45 db.



Air Quality: Potential impacts from grading and construction practices.  Mitigation measures from the General Plan Master EIR to be applied to the project.



 
	Areas of Controversy: Agency concerns:

Traffic impacts and roundabout design; noise mitigation measures to reduce impacts of adjacent BNSF rail traffic and vehicle traffic along Claus Road.
