Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15162, a Subsequent EIR is required when there
are changes to a project or new information becomes available after certification of the previous EIR. In
this case, the City adopted their General Plan EIR in October 2008. Due to the proposed General Plan Land
Use and Circulation Element changes described herein, certain sections of the previous General Plan EIR
(State Clearinghouse #2006091107) will requipelating and/or additional evaluation under CEQA. As
such, a Subsequent EIR will be prepared pursuant to Section 15162.
