	Project Description: The Renewable Placer Waste Action Plan is a long-term plan to identify and evaluate changes needed to Western Placer Waste Management Authority (WPWMA) facilities and operations. The Waste Action Plan EIR evaluates two potential plan concepts for implementing the Waste Action Plan. Both plan concepts include similar elements, but the locations and characteristics of the elements vary among the two plans. Included in the two plan concepts and evaluated in the EIR are:
• solid waste project elements, including landfill capacity expansion, composting, construction and demolition material processing, and public facilities; 
• complementary/programmatic elements, including a pilot study area, reservation of space for compatible manufacturing, reservation of space for a university research area, and reservation of space for a landfill gas to renewable fuels area; and 
• supporting elements, including recovered materials storage areas, stormwater ponds, road crossings, maintenance areas, administrative buildings, parking areas, continued use of the existing materials recovery facility, a household household Hazardous hazardous waste facility, and redesigned site entrances.
	Project's Effects: The proposed project would result in significant and unavoidable impacts to aesthetics, air quality, greenhouse gas emissions and climate change, and transportation. Mitigation measures intended to reduce significant and unavoidable impacts include the following:
- implement a tarping policy to reduce the potential for offsite litter generation
- implement PCAPCD's recommended construction mitigation measures and project design measures
- implement dust-reducing BMPs and project design measures
- require diesel-fueled equipment to use engines that meet Tier 4 Final emission standards or cleaner
- fund NOx emissions reductions through an offsite mitigation fee program
- fund PM10 emissions reductions through an offsite mitigation fee program
- implement odor reduction measures
- fund GHG emissions reductions through an offsite mitigation fee program
- prepare a Transportation Demand Management Plan to minimize the increase in VMT
 
The project would result in significant impacts reduced to a less-than-significant level with mitigation identified in the Waste Action Plan EIR to biological resources; cultural and tribal resources; geology, soils, and paleontological resources; hazards, hazardous materials, and wildfire; hydrology and water quality; and noise. All other impacts are less-than-significant.
