Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project Site is north of US 101 in Menlo Park within a portion of the existing Commonwealth Corporate Center
(Campus Property) located at 162 and 164 Jefferson Drive, Menlo Park. The Sobrato Organization is proposing to
construct an approximately 249,500 gross square foot (gsf) office building (Building 3) and an approximately 404,000 gsf
parking structure as part of the Commonwealth: Building 3 Project (Project). Building 3 and the parking structure would
replace most of the existing surface parking lot. When combined with the existing buildings at the Project site, the Project
would result in three buildings with a combined floor area of approximately 509,420 gsf and a floor area ratio (FAR) of 88
percent. The approximately 404,000 gsf parking structure would accommodate 1,340 parking spaces. The Jefferson Site
would be converted from an existing surface parking lot to a privately owned, publicly accessible open space (Jefferson
Park). The following discretionary approvals by the City would be required prior to development at the Project Site:
Certification of the EIR, Conditional Development Permit Amendment and Below Market Rate Housing Agreement.

Significant impacts of the proposed project include those related to: transportation (VMT), air quality (conflicts with
applicable air quality plan, criteria pollutant, sensitive receptors/pollutants), greenhouse gas emissions (generation of
GHG emissions and conflicts with applicable plans and policies), noise (substantial temporary or permanent increase in
noise), cultural resources and tribal cultural resources (archaeological resources, human remains, and tribal cultural
resources), and biological resources (special-status species and native wildlife nesting sites).
