o Install new or reinstall existing redwood bench seats on anchor rods. 

• Table repairs: 
o Insert steel½" anchor rods into existing rock table top piers; 
o Install redwood support pieces perpendicular to piers; and 
o Install three (3) table-top boards to the support pieces.
