On State Route 125 in San Diego County near La Mesa from 0.2 mile south_of SR-125/SR-94 Separation to Mission Gorge 
f{oad in Santee, Caltrans proposes to extend the service life of the PCC and AC pavement in the southbound and 
northbound directions of SR-125, between PM 13.0 and 22.3, approximately 60.4 lane miles. shoulders, all exit/entrance 
ramps, gores and all connectors by grinding or replacing slabs on PCC lanes while coldplaning and placing asphalt oh the 
AC lanes and shoulders. All exit and entrance ramps, including Spring Street, Lemon Avenue, Grossmont Blvd., Amaya 
Drive, Navajo Road, Grossmont College Drive and Mission Gorge Road require ADA upgrades and upgrades to traffic safety 
items such as MBGR and drainage work. Work will also be performed at connectors SR-125/SR-94; SR-125/1-8 and SR-
125/SR-52 interchanges. If there are any changes to the project scope or new work is required, Caltrans Environmental
