	Project Description: The Phase III A-2 Transmission Main is a component of the Valley View Mobile Home Park Water Consolidation Project, which would address potable water public health concerns, reliability, and water quality for nine small water systems that are not currently connected to the CVWD potable water distribution system. The project proposes the construction of up to 3,500 linear feet (0.67 mile) of potable water pipe, ranging in size from 30 to 32 inches in diameter. It would be installed using open trench methods, except where it would cross under the Coachella Valley Stormwater Channel, Union Pacific Railroad, and Highway 111 using trenchless installation techniques. It would connect to the existing CVWD water mains on Palm Street and Airport Boulevard.
	Project's Effects: The IS/MND identified potential impacts to biological resources as less than significant with mitigation incorporated.  Biological mitigation measures were identified that require: A pre-construction survey for burrowing owl prior to the start of construction, and appropriate avoidance of burrowing owls found (if applicable); A nesting bird and raptor pre-construction survey if project-related activities occur during the bird breeding season, and appropriate avoidance and monitoring of nests found (if applicable); CVWD's construction contractor to prepare a Frac-Out Prevention and Contingency Plan prior to construction using the HDD method of trenchless crossing of the Coachella Valley Stormwater Channel; All safety and security lighting at construction work and staging areas to be shielded and directed downward; Avoidance of impacts to the CVSC Improvement Project – Avenue 54 to Thermal Drop Structure Project mitigation site. Cultural resources mitigation measures require: monitoring in undisturbed soils, and treatment protocols if
unanticipated resources or human remains are discovered. The IS/MND identified potential impacts to Hazards and Hazardous Materials as less than significant with mitigation incorporated, with mitigation to require the construction contractor to submit a Hazardous Materials Management Spill Control Plan to CVWD. The IS/MND mitigation would require noise and vibration control measures during construction. The IS/MND identified mitigation to require the construction contractor to implement an approved Traffic Control Plan and coordinate traffic control with emergency services.
