The
proposed Project would protect the City of Calistoga WWTP riverside ponds, WWTP headworks structure, and associated critical infrastructure
from flooding, erosion, and catastrophic bank failure that currently threatens the continuous uninterrupted operation of the WWTP. Components
of the proposed Project include relocation of the four riverside ponds to two riverside ponds, realignment of river channels away from existing
infrastructure, restoration of riparian vegetation buffers, stabilization of channel banks, and associated drainage and underground utilities (i.e.,
stormwater conveyance ditch, pipes, and effluent pump stations). This addendum includes the addition of a temporary access road, on-site
staging area, and river level sensor.
