This Phase I ESA was accomplished by, and limited to, a site reconnaissance, a site vicinity 
perimeter survey, and review of agency databases and other reasonably ascertainable records 
regarding past and current land use for indications of the manufacture, generation, use, 
storage and/or disposal of hazardous substances at the property. 

The Scope of Services performed was in accordance with the Master Consultant Service 
Agreement dated August 11, 2016, AECOM’s proposal dated September 19, 2017, and First 
Solar Purchase Order Number 4800039557 dated September 29, 2017. The format and 
content of this Phase I ESA are in general accordance with ASTM International (ASTM) 
Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Site Assessment Process E 
1527-13 (ASTM 2013) approved on November 1, 2013 and the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency All  Appropriate Inquiries Standards and Practices for All Appropriate 
Inquiries – Final Rule: [40 CFR Part 312], approved November 1, 2006 and amended on 
December 30, 2013. 

The property consists of two non-contiguous portions (northern portion and southern 
portion); both are located in Kern County, California.  

The northern portion of the property consists of Assessor’s Parcel Number (APN) 358-160-
09 and is located to the west of the intersection of Fisher Avenue and 120th Street West in 
Section 15, Township 9 North, Range 14 West (U.S. Geological Survey [USGS], Willow 
Springs, California 7.5-minute quadrangle), within the San Bernardino Base and Meridian. At 
the time of the site reconnaissance, the northern portion of the property was observed to be 
occupied and consisting of a residential property containing one manufactured home with 
several storage containers, equipment and vehicles.  

The southern portion of the property consists of APNs 358-152-06 and 358-152-07 and is 
located to the west of the intersection of Rosamond Boulevard and 115th Street West in Section 
14, Township 9 North, Range 14 West (USGS, Willow Springs, California 7.5-minute 
quadrangle), within the San Bernardino Base and Meridian. At the time of the site 
reconnaissance, the southern portion of the property was observed to be unoccupied and 
consisting of a former residential or ranching property containing three mobile homes, animal 
fencing/enclosures, and several other storage containers and equipment.  
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The property was not identified on any of the databases searched by Environmental Data 
Resources, Inc. (EDR). One facility in the vicinity of the property was identified on the 
databases searched by EDR. Based on the regulatory status of the facility, it is not anticipated 
to impact the property (see Section 6.1, Database List Search for additional information). 

AECOM has performed this Phase I ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of 
ASTM Practice E1527. Any exceptions to or deletions from this practice are described in 
Sections 1.3 and 1.5. This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs in connection with 
the property. 

This Executive Summary is not intended to be a “stand-alone”  document, but a summary of 
findings as described in the Phase I ESA report. Its use is intended to be in conjunction with 
the findings and limitations described therein.

1.1 ASTM STANDARD AND ALL  APPROPRIATE INQUIRIES  

The format and content of this Phase I ESA are in general accordance with the ASTM 
International (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Site 
Assessment Process E1527-13 (ASTM 2013) approved on November 1, 2013, and the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) All  Appropriate Inquiries (AAI)  Standards and 
Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries – Final Rule: [40 CFR Part 312], approved 
November 1, 2006 and amended on December 30, 2013. 

1.1.1 All  Appropriate  Inquir ies 

The USEPA Rule on AAI  was developed to establish federal regulatory requirements for 
conducting all appropriate inquiries into the previous ownership, uses, and environmental 
condition of the property for the purposes of qualifying for landowner liability protections to 
property owners under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and 
Liability Act (CERCLA) as innocent landowners, bona fide prospective purchasers, and/or 
contiguous property owners. The Final Rule was published in the Federal Register on 
November 1, 2005, went into effect on November 1, 2006, and was amended on December 
30, 2013. The 2013 amendment provides that the ASTM Standard E1527-13 is consistent 
with the AAI statutory requirements and may be used to comply with the provisions of the 
AAI Final Rule.  

1.1.2 ASTM Standard 

The ASTM Standard was approved by ASTM International on November 1, 2013 and was 
approved by the USEPA on December 30, 2013. 

The goal of the ASTM Standard is to identify Recognized Environmental Conditions (REC). 
The ASTM Standard E1527-13 defines a REC as:  
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�x The presence or likely presence of any hazardous substance or petroleum products in, on, 
or at a property: 1) due to release to the environment; 2) under conditions indicative of a 
release to the environment; or 3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future 
release to the environment. Conditions determined to be de minimis are not RECs. 

�x A Controlled REC (CREC) is identified as a REC that has been addressed to the 
satisfaction of a regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products 
allowed to remain in place subject to the implementation of required controls (e.g., 
property use restrictions, activity and use limitations [AUL], institutional controls, or 
engineering controls). 

�x A Historical REC (HREC) is identified as a REC that has been addressed to the 
satisfaction of a regulatory authority to meet unrestricted land use standards, without the 
need for controls such as property use restrictions, institutional controls, or engineering 
controls.  

�x A de minimis condition is defined as a condition that generally does not present a threat 
to human health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of an 
enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies. 

1.2 PURPOSE 

The purpose of the Phase I ESA is to gather information concerning the property and 
surrounding areas in order to identify conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases 
of hazardous substances, pollutants and contaminants, petroleum or petroleum products, and 
controlled substances. 

1.3 SCOPE OF SERVICES 

The Scope of Services performed was in accordance with the Master Consultant Service 
Agreement dated August 11, 2016, AECOM’s proposal dated September 19, 2017, and First 
Solar Purchase Order Number 4800039557 dated September 29, 2017. The format and 
content of this Phase I ESA are in general accordance with the ASTM Standard E1527-13 
and the USEPA AAI.  

The Phase I ESA was accomplished by a site reconnaissance included a driving and walking 
tour of the property and a perimeter survey of surrounding and accessible adjacent properties 
and review of pertinent documentation available through AECOM’s standard resources 
regarding past and current land use for indications of the manufacture, generation, use, 
storage and/or disposal of hazardous substances. To meet the objective of this Phase I ESA, 
AECOM completed the following tasks: 

�x Performed a reconnaissance survey of the property to make visual observations of 
existing site conditions and activities, and a perimeter survey of the area within 0.25 mile 
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of the property (as practical) to observe types of general land use. Photographs of the 
property are provided in Appendix A. 

�x Reviewed and interpreted archival topographic maps of the property and the area within 
0.5 mile of the property for information regarding historical land use potentially 
involving the manufacture, generation, use, storage and/or disposal of hazardous 
substances. Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) historical topographic maps are 
included in Appendix B. 

�x Reviewed and interpreted available historical aerial photographs of the property and 
vicinity for evidence of previous site activities and development that would suggest the 
potential presence of hazardous substances at the property. The EDR Aerial Photo 
Decade Package is included in Appendix C. 

�x Reviewed pertinent, available documents and maps regarding local physiographic and 
hydrogeologic conditions in the property vicinity. 

�x Reviewed the federal, state, and local database list search provided by EDR of known or 
potential hazardous waste sites or landfills, and sites currently under investigation for 
environmental violations. The agency lists and area search results are provided in 
Appendix D. 

�x Reviewed and interpreted available documents regarding wells on the property and in the 
site vicinity, for evidence that would suggest the potential presence of hazardous 
substances at the property. 

�x Conducted inquiries in person, by telephone, or in writing to the appropriate regulatory 
agencies for information regarding environmental permits, violations or incidents, and/or 
the status of enforcement actions at the property. 

�x Reviewed an environmental lien search prepared for the property to determine potential 
environmental liens or other AULs associated with the property. The National 
Environmental Title Research (NETR) Environmental Lien and AUL Search Report is 
provided in Appendix E. 

�x Provided First Solar a copy of the AAI User Questionnaire to complete to obtain 
specialized knowledge of site conditions. The AAI User Questionnaire completed by Ms. 
Whitney Rubin, Associate with First Solar, is included in Appendix F. 

�x Conducted an interview with Paula Pizinger, owner and site representative for APN 358-
160-09, to obtain specialized knowledge of current and historical property conditions. 
The completed Site History Interview Questionnaire is included in Appendix F. 

�x Contacted Mr. Miguel Sandoval, owner of APNs 358-152-06 and 358-152-07, in order to 
conduct an interview regarding the current and historical conditions of the parcels. Mr. 
Sandoval was not available for interview within the timeframe of this Phase I ESA. 
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�x Prepared this report describing the research performed and presenting AECOM’s findings 
and professional opinions regarding the potential for adverse environmental impacts to 
the property. 

1.4 USER RELIANCE  

This report was prepared by AECOM for the sole and exclusive use by First Solar under the 
Master Consultant Service Agreement dated August 11, 2016, AECOM’s proposal dated 
September 19 2017, and First Solar Purchase Order Number 4800039557 dated September 
29, 2017, with no representation made to or obligation owed to any other person, party or 
entity and any such third party in receipt of this report may not rely upon the report nor its 
general or specific contents. This Phase I ESA is applicable for 180 days. 

1.5 LIMITATIONS  AND EXCEPTIONS 

The Phase I ESA report was prepared in accordance with AECOM’s scope of work dated 
September 19, 2017 described in Section 1.3.  

This report describes the results of AECOM’s Phase I ESA to identify the presence of 
contamination-related liabilities materially affecting the facility and/or property. In the 
conduct of this assessment, AECOM assessed the presence of such problems within the 
limits of the established scope of work as described in our proposal.

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SECTION 2.0 
SITE DESCRIPTION 

2.1 LOCATION 

The northern portion of the property is located to the west of the intersection of Fisher 
Avenue and 120th Street West in Kern County, California. The northern portions of the 
property consists of Assessor’s Parcel Number (APN) 358-160-09 and Section 15, Township 
9 North, Range 14 West (U.S. Geological Survey [USGS], Willow Springs, California 7.5-
minute quadrangle), within the San Bernardino Base and Meridian.  

The southern portion of the property is located to the west of the intersection of Rosamond 
Boulevard and 115th Street West in Kern County, California. The southern portion of the 
property consists of APNs 358-152-06 and 358-152-07 and in Section 14, Township 9 North, 
Range 14 West (USGS, Willow Springs, California 7.5-minute quadrangle), within the San 
Bernardino Base and Meridian.  

A topographic map and an aerial map of the Project Area are included as Figures 1 and 2, 
respectively. 

2.2 FEATURES/USE 

The northern portion of the property (APN 358-160-09) was observed with residential 
development included a manufactured home and garage, an above ground swimming pool, 
three storage containers, vehicles, tractors, dirt bikes, four-wheel ATVs, equipment, a septic 
tank and system, a water well, three 5,000-gallon water storage tanks, a 300-gallon water 
trailer, and small volumes of fuel and chemical containers for residential use. Several berms 
of wood chips used as backstop for gun target shooting were observed on the north side of 
property. The property occupant reported that they shoot at targets on wood mounts and 
collect the lead shot. 

The southern portion of the property was observed with residential development. APN 358-
152-06 consisted of two mobile homes, animal fencing/enclosures, a truck, a recreational 
vehicle, two storage containers, a water well, one approximately 10,000-gallon empty water 
storage tank, two 300-gallon empty water totes, one approximately 500-gallon water trailer 
and several fuel, paint, and chemical containers. APN 358-152-07 consisted of one mobile 
home, stacked wood and steel fencing/scaffolding materials and one approximately 300-
gallon empty water tote. 

2.3 SITE VICINITY AND ADJACENT  PROPERTIES 

The property is located within an area that is primarily undeveloped/agricultural land. In 
general, prominent adjoining land uses are as follows:

AECOM did not observe activities that would indicate the potential for surface or subsurface 
impacts to the property from adjoining properties.

SECTION 3.0 
PHYSICAL  SETTING 

AECOM reviewed pertinent maps and readily available literature for information on the 
physiography and hydrogeology of the property. A summary of this information is presented 
in the following subsections. 

3.1 TOPOGRAPHY 

The property region lies within the Antelope Valley and is bound by the San Gabriel 
Mountains to the south and southwest and the Tehachapi Mountains to the northwest and is 
relatively flat. Based on review of the USGS topographic maps of the site and vicinity, the 
elevation of the site ranges from approximately 2,510 to 2,525 feet above mean sea level 
(msl).  

Figure 1 presents the site topography at a scale of 1:24,000 using recent USGS data. 

3.2 SURFACE WATER 

No surface water bodies were observed on the property during the site reconnaissance.  

3.3 AREA GEOLOGY  AND SOILS 

The property is located on the western portion of the Mojave Desert Geomorphic Province, 
bordering the Transverse Ranges. The Mojave Desert Geomorphic Province is characterized 
by broad expanses of desert with localized mountains and dry lakebeds. The province is 
bounded by the San Bernardino Mountains and the Pinto Fault to the south, the San Andreas 
Fault to the west, the Garlock Fault to the north and the Basin and Range Province to the 
east.  

The major faults of the region are the San Andreas and Garlock Faults that are located 
approximately 15 miles south and 10 miles north of the property, respectively. Most of the 
faults within the Antelope Valley trend to the northwest, parallel to the San Andreas Fault 
Zone, and truncate against the Garlock Fault, trending to the northeast. The geologic units of 
the Antelope Valley are divided into consolidated non-water-bearing rocks and water-bearing 
unconsolidated deposits. Consolidated rocks underlie the unconsolidated deposits and are 
exposed in the Fairmont and Antelope Buttes. Composition consists of igneous intrusive and 
metamorphic rocks of pre-Tertiary age, basalt, continental volcanic and marine, and 
continental sedimentary rocks of Tertiary age. Unconsolidated deposits form alluvial plains 
in the site area, composed of alluvial deposits from surrounding mountain ranges, and the 
Fairmont and Antelope Buttes.  

Soils within the area are composed of various sandy loams and are typically poorly drained.  
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3.4 HYDROGEOLOGY  

The property is located in the Lancaster subunit of the Antelope Valley Groundwater Basin. 
The basin is located within the South Lahontan Hydrologic Region and is designated as 
Basin Number 6-44. Antelope Valley Groundwater Basin underlies an extensive alluvial 
valley in the western Mojave Desert with elevations ranging from 2,300 to 3,500 feet above 
msl. The basin is bounded on the northwest by the Garlock Fault at the base of the Tehachapi 
Mountains and on the southwest by the San Andreas Fault at the base of the San Gabriel 
Mountains. Ridges, buttes, and low hills bind the basin of the east, forming a surface and 
groundwater drainage divide. The Fremont Valley Groundwater Basin binds the basin on the 
north (DWR 2003). 

The primary water-bearing materials are Pleistocene and Holocene age alluvial and lacustrine 
deposits consisting of compact gravels, sand, silt, and clay. Coarse alluvial deposits form the 
two main aquifers, the principal unconfined upper aquifer and a secondary semiconfined 
lower aquifer. The main source of recharge to the Lancaster subunit is streamflow from the 
Big and Little Rock Creeks off the San Gabriel Mountains. Depth to groundwater in the area 
of the property is reported to be approximately 300 to 400 feet below ground surface (DWR 
2003).  
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SECTION 4.0 
HISTORICAL USE 

AECOM reviewed readily available historical data pertaining to the property. These 
references were reviewed for evidence of activities that would suggest the potential presence 
of hazardous substances at the property and to evaluate the potential for the property to be 
impacted by off-property sources of contamination. The objective of consulting historical 
sources is to develop a history of the previous uses of the property and surrounding area, in 
order to help identify the likelihood that past uses have resulted in RECs, CRECs, or HRECs 
in connection with the property. The following subsections present a summary of the review 
results. 

4.1 HISTORICAL  TOPOGRAPHIC  MAPS 

AECOM reviewed the following USGS 7.5-minute, 15-minute and 30-minute quadrangle 
maps of California provided in the EDR Historical Topo Map Report: Elizabeth Lake (1915 
and 1917), Tylerhorse Canyon (1965 and 2012), Fairmont Butte (1965, 1974, and 2012), 
Little Buttes (1965, 1974, and 2012) and Willow Springs (1943, 1965, 1974, and 2012). 
These maps provide topographic map coverage of the property and site vicinity (Appendix 
B). The following is a summary of the review: 

The maps depict the property and site vicinity as undeveloped land. Rosamond Boulevard is 
depicted to the south of both portions of the property. Wells, a prospect pit, a grave, and 
roads are depicted in the site vicinity.  

4.2 HISTORICAL  AERIAL  PHOTOGRAPHS 

The general type of activity and land use can often be discerned from the type and layout of 
structures visible in an aerial photograph; however, specific elements of a site operation 
cannot normally be determined from the photographs. Considering these conditions, 
AECOM reviewed historical aerial photographs dated 1948, 1956, 1963, 1973, 1977, 1987, 
1995, 2003, 2005, 2008, 2009, 2010, and 2012 that were provided by EDR (Appendix C). 
The following is a summary of the review: 

1948 Northern Portion: The property, adjacent properties and site vicinity appear to be 
undeveloped land.  

Southern Portion:  The property, adjacent properties and site vicinity appear to be 
undeveloped land.  

1956 Northern Portion:  The property appears to be undeveloped land. Land developed for 
agricultural purposes is evident on adjacent properties and in the site vicinity to the 
south. 
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Southern Portion:  The property appears to be undeveloped land. Land developed for 
agricultural purposes is evident in the site vicinity to the southeast. 

1963 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

1973 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

 Southern Portion: The property appears to be undeveloped land. Land developed for 
agricultural purposes is evident on adjacent properties and in the site vicinity to the 
south.  

1977 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

 Southern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

1987 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

 Southern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

1995 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  A structure is visible on the property. No significant changes are 
observed to the adjacent properties or site vicinity.  

2003 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  Animal enclosures are visible along the southern and western 
boundaries of the property on APN 358-152-06.  

2005 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  Additional structures are visible on the property. No significant 
changes are observed to adjacent properties or site vicinity.  
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2008 Northern Portion: Three water tanks, a pump house, and water well are visible in 
the center of the property.  

Southern Portion:  Additional structures are visible on the property. No significant 
changes are observed to adjacent properties or site vicinity.  

 2009 Northern Portion: Structures are visible on the property. No significant changes are 
observed to adjacent properties or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

2010 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties or site vicinity. 

2012 Northern Portion: No significant changes are observed to the property, adjacent 
properties, or site vicinity. 

Southern Portion:  Additional structures are visible on the property. No significant 
changes are observed to adjacent properties or site vicinity.  

4.3 SANBORN FIRE INSURANCE MAPS 

AECOM contracted with EDR to obtain Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps for the property. 
Based on EDR’s search, Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps were not available for the property. 

4.4 PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL  INVESTIGATIONS  

AECOM was not provided previous environmental investigations for the property. 

4.5 SPECIALIZED USER KNOWLEDGE  

As required by AAI, in order to qualify for one of the Landowner Liability Protections, 
additional inquiries are to be conducted by the User of the Phase I ESA Report. These 
inquiries include: 

�x Identification of environmental cleanup liens against the property 

�x Specialized knowledge or experience regarding the property 

�x Relationship of the purchase price to the fair market value if the property was not 
contaminated 

�x Commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information regarding the property 
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�x Degree of obviousness of the presence or likely presence of contamination at the property 

AECOM provided Ms. Whitney Rubin, Associate with First Solar and site representative for 
the property, a copy of the AAI User Questionnaire, per AAI Standards in order to obtain 
specialized knowledge of site conditions. The AAI User Questionnaire completed on January 
23, 2018 is included in Appendix F. Ms. Rubin stated that, to her knowledge, there are no 
known environmental liens associated with the property. Ms. Rubin indicated that the Phase I 
ESA was requested prior to the purchase of the property. 

4.6 TITLE RECORDS/ENVIRONMENTAL  LIENS OR ACTIVITY AND USE  
LIMITATIONS  

AECOM requested NETR to perform an environmental lien search for the property. Results 
of the lien search indicate that there are no reported environmental liens or activity and use 
limitations associated with the property. 

APN 358-160-09 is reportedly vested in David L. Pizinger, Jr. Paula A. Pizinger, husband 
and wife. 

APNs 358-152-06 and 358-152-07 are reportedly vested in Miguel Sandoval, a single man 
and Antonio Perez Sandoval & Marlene Sandoval, husband and wife. 

The NETR Environmental Lien and AUL Search Report is included in Appendix E. 

4.7 VALUAT ION REDUCTION FOR ENVIRONMENTAL  ISSUES 

AECOM was not provided information to indicate that the value of the property decreased 
due to environmental issues. 

4.8 SUMMARY OF  HISTORICAL  DATA 

Based on AECOM’s review of historical data, the property was reportedly historically 
undeveloped land and land used for agricultural purposes. 

Based on AECOM’s review of historical data, adjacent properties have generally been 
undeveloped land and land used for agricultural purposes. 

4.9 HISTORICAL  DATA GAPS 

Historical data gaps were identified during AECOM’s review of reasonably ascertainable 
historical sources for the property, as discussed in Section 1.6. The data gaps identified in 
Table 1 are not expected to alter the conclusions of this Phase I ESA. 
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SECTION 5.0 
SITE RECONNAISSANCE 

On January 5, 2018 Mr. Anthony Schuetze of AECOM conducted an unescorted 
reconnaissance of the property. The reconnaissance consisted of the observation and 
documentation of existing site conditions and the nature of the neighboring property 
development within approximately 0.5 mile of the property. Photographs taken during the 
site reconnaissance are provided in Appendix A. 

The property was accessed from 120th Street West, Fisher Avenue, West Rosamond 
Boulevard, and interior access roads. 

5.1 INTERVIEWS  

As discussed in Section 4.5, Specialized User Information, Ms. Whitney Rubin, Associate 
with First Solar and site representative for the property, completed the AAI User 
Questionnaire, in order to provide specialized knowledge of site conditions. The completed 
AAI User Questionnaire is included in Appendix F. 

Mr. Anthony Schuetze with AECOM conducted an interview with Ms. Paula Pizinger, owner 
and site representative for APN 358-160-09, to obtain specialized knowledge of current and 
historical property conditions. The completed Site History Interview Questionnaire is 
included in Appendix F. 

AECOM contacted Mr. Miguel Sandoval, owner of APNs 358-152-06 and 358-152-07, in 
order to conduct an interview regarding the current and historical conditions of the parcels. 
Mr. Sandoval was not available for interview within the timeframe of this Phase I ESA. 

5.2 SITE CONDITIONS 

The northern portion of the property (APN 358-160-09) was observed with residential 
development included a manufactured home and garage, an above ground swimming pool, 
three storage containers, vehicles, tractors, dirt bikes, four-wheel ATVs, equipment, a septic 
tank and system, an active water well, three 5,000-gallon water storage tanks, a 300-gallon 
water trailer, and small volumes of fuel and chemical containers for residential use. Several 
berms of wood chips used as backstop for gun target shooting were observed on the north 
side of property. The property occupant reported that they shoot at targets on wood mounts 
and collect the lead shot. 

The southern portion of the property was observed with residential development. APN 358-
152-06 consisted of two mobile homes, animal fencing/enclosures, a truck a recreational 
vehicle, two storage containers, an idle water well, one approximately 10,000-gallon empty 
water storage tank, two 300-gallon empty water totes, one approximately 500-gallon water 
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
