"DOCUMENTATION:

The California Environmental Quality Act (Section 21000, et. seq. of the California Public Resources
Code, hereafter CEQA) requires analysis of agency approvals of discretionary “projects.” A
“project,” under CEQA, is defined as “the whole of an action, which has a potential for resulting in
either a direct physical change in the environment, or a reasonably foreseeable indirect physical
change in the environment.” The proposed Project is a project under CEQA.

The proposed Project requests an extension of time for a previously-approved Tentative Subdivision
Map. Potential environmental impacts were analyzed and disclosed in an adopted Initial
Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) prepared as part of the original G.K. Waterman
