Section
15303 allows new construction or conversion of small structures as the site is in an urbanized area where all necessary
public services and facilities are available and the surrounding area is not environmentally sensitive. Section 15305 allows
minor alterations in land use limitations, such as lot line adjustments and lot consolidations, because they do not resuit in
the creation of a new parcel which could increase density.
