The applicant shall comply with all FRAQMD standards and construction phase measures. A copy of the approved plan shall be submitted to the Development Services Department. To mitigate long term dust issues in the outdoor storage areas, the applicant shall apply a suppressant compound or reapply gravel on a regular bases as needed to maintain a minimum of four inches of gravel.
