Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project proposes to demolish three of the two-story apartment buildings and partially demolish an additional
apartment building in the center of the Project site. A total of 42 dwelling units would be removed, along with two
accessory buildings (a one-story clubhouse/leasing office as well as a central boiler room) and four carport structures. In
place of these demolished buildings, a single three- and four-story apartment building with 225 new dwelling units would
be constructed, giving the complex approximately 183 additional dwelling units compared with existing conditions. The
new three- and four-story apartment building would be constructed over a partially below-grade parking garage.
Furthermore, the Project site would include approximately 254,177 sf of open space for both existing and future
residents in the form of pathways, courtyards. lounge areas, and a roof deck. Upon completion, residential development
at the Project site would total approximately 223,743 sf, which includes approximately 145,717 sf of existing uses that
would remain at the site and approximately 78,026 sf of new uses that would be constructed under the Project.
