Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Development on the Tracy Alliance parcels (APNs 213-170-14, -24, -25, -26, -27, -48) would consist of 1,849,500 square
feet of warehouse and office space located in three buildings, as well as a stormwater detention basin with a pump
station (that would be City-owned and managed). Approximately 12.51 acres of the Tracy Alliance parcels would be
reserved to accommodate a portion of a planned interchange at Paradise Road and Interstate 205 (I-205). Development
plans for the Suvik Farms parcels (APN 213-170-24, -25, -26) and the Zuriakat parcel (213-170-14) are not specified at
this time. Buildout of these parcels is estimated to consist of 1,502,820 square feet of warehouse development,
consistent with the maximum allowable density per acre identified in the NEI Specific Plan.

Agriculture: MM AG-1 Payment of Agricultural Mitigation Fees to mitigate conversion of Farmland to non-agricultural use.

Biological Resources: MM BIO-1a to reduce potential effects to song sparrow and tricolored blackbirds; MM BIO-3 to
conduct a jurisdictional delineation to reduce potential effects on State or federally protected wetlands

Utilities: MM UTIL-1a to require payment of development impact fees to ensure funding for water infrastructure
improvements ; MM UTIL-1b to ensure the project would meet the City’s pipeline velocity criteria; MM UTIL-3 to require
payment of Wastewater Infrastructure Fees/Construction of Wastewater Facilities

 There is a potential for the proposed project to result in the release of hazardous wastes/substances. Soil sampling,
surveying of buildings that would be demolished for lead, and evaluation of former agricultural lands are recommended.
 The proposed project would be located in Prime Agricultural Land.
