Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The City of Yorba Linda, as the Lead Agency under CEQA, in cooperation with the City of Anaheim, is proposing
roadway improvements along Yorba Linda Blvd as well as bicycle and pedestrian improvements along La Palma Ave
and Yorba Linda Blvd. The proposed project would improve corridor operations and provide additional storage for turning
movements because the intersections within the project limits have inadequate vehicle storage due to short turn-pocket
lengths. The proposed project will also include improvements such as paving, curbs and gutters, grading, drainage,
stormwater features, utility relocations, curb ramps, traffic signal modifications, and landscaping. The project location is in
the eastern portion of Yorba Linda on the border between Yorba Linda and Anaheim. The project limits measure
approximately 0.40 mile (mi) along Yorba Linda Blvd between La Palma Ave and the State Route 91 (SR-91) westbound
on-ramp and 0.10 mi along S. Weir Canyon Rd between the SR-91 eastbound off-ramp and Santa Ana Canyon Rd. The
project limits also extend approximately 0.65 mi east along La Palma Ave from the Yorba Linda Blvd intersection and
approximately 0.10 mi west along Savi Ranch Pkwy from Yorba Linda Blvd intersection.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Mitigation Measures BIO-1 through BIO-12 ensure that the Project would not have a substantial adverse effect on any
candidate, sensitive, or special-status species or their habitat, including State or federally protected wetlands or waters.
Mitigation Measures PAL-1 through PAL-3 specify that a Paleontological Resources Impact Mitigation Program shall be
developed that shall include methods for monitoring, work will be redirected if resources are encountered, and a findings
report shall be prepared to document the findings of the program. Mitigation Measures HAZ-1 through HAZ-3 require
lead-based paint, organocholorine pesticides and arsenic, and asbestos-containing material surveys to be conducted
during final design. Mitigation Measure TR-1 requires the development of a Traffic Management Plan and coordination
with local jurisdictions and emergency responders to reduce delays and identify detour routes.

The proposed Project is not expected to generate public controversy. The Proposed Project would require partial
acquisitions, permanent easements and footing easements (FEs) for the widening of the Yorba Linda Boulevard Bridge
and intersection reconfiguration at La Palma Avenue to extend the proposed right-of-way and extend the pier walls of the
Yorba Linda Boulevard Bridge. However, no displacements or relocations would be required. The Proposed Project
would also require work to occur within the limits of the Santa Ana River Canyon Habitat Management Plan administered
by the OC Public Works and the limits of the City of Anaheim’s Habitat Mitigation Plan for the Weir Canyon Road/La
Palma Avenue Roadway Improvement Project. In accordance with Regulatory Compliance Measures RC-BIO-1,
RC-BIO-2 and Mitigation Measure BIO-12, the City of Yorba Linda has been and will continue to coordinate with the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service, California Department of Fish and Wildlife, OC Public Works, and the City of Anaheim for
impacts to special-status species and associated habitat within these conservation plan areas.
