Ribost Terminal LLC, DBA World Oil Terminals (World Oil) privately owns and operates a petroleum bulk station and
terminal where crude oil and fuel oils are shipped through pipeline and/or truck loading racks to and from onsite tanks.
World Qil is proposing to construct and operate two new 25,000-barrel petroleum storage tanks at the Ribost Terminal
located on Pier C at the Port of Long Beach. Construction of the two new tanks would include new tank foundations and
pipeline connections to existing facility infrastructure, such as the truck loading racks. The proposed Project would
provide additional storage capacity to increase the efficiency of terminal operations. The new tanks would supplant the
terminal’s existing tanks that provide crude oil to the World Oil Refinery in South Gate through the truck loading racks.
The existing tanks would then be removed from dedicated refinery service and become available for lease to third-party
vendors.
