	Project Description: Ribost Terminal LLC, DBA World Oil Terminals (World Oil or applicant) proposes to construct the World Oil Tank Installation Project (proposed project), which would include the construction and operation of two new 25,000-barrel petroleum storage tanks within the existing World Oil Terminal, privately-owned by Ribost Terminal LLC, at the Port of Long Beach, in Long Beach, California. Construction of these two new tanks would include new tank foundations and pipeline connections to existing facility infrastructure, such as the truck loading racks. The proposed Project would realign World Oil’s storage capacity needs, which would improve the efficiency of terminal operations, where the two new smaller tanks would provide the adequate capacity for World Oil by replacing two larger currently underutilized storage tanks that transport crude to the World Oil refinery.
