PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND LOCATION: The City of Sunnyvale Public Works Department (City) is proposing to
repair a failing storm drain outfall pipe that discharges to Stevens Creek at the end of West Remington Drive, in
Sunnyvale, California. The City has determined that a 60-inch storm drain outfall that discharges directly into Stevens
Creek has deteriorated and a small portion at the end of the pipe has fallen into the outfall channel connected to the
creek.
