The project would: 1) extend the terms of the DA for another 30 years form its February 2022 expiration date to 2052, 2)
extend the boundaries of the DA to include the South Properties, and 3) modify various development standards,
operational restrictions, and campus layout. Overall, the project proposes to reduce the maximum allowable square
footage entitled under the current DA and South Properties Use Permit by 128,000 square feet.

An Initial Study was prepared for the proposed project; it is included as Appendix A of the Draft SEIR. As discussed in
the Initial Study, there is no substantial evidence that significant impacts would occur to the following issue areas:
Agriculture and Forestry Resources, Energy, Land Use and Planning, Mineral Resources, Noise, Population/Housing,
and Wildfire. Impacts related to those issue areas would be less than significant without mitigation. As indicated in the
Initial Study, impacts related to Aesthetics, Biological Resources, Geology and Soils, Hydrology and Water Quality,
Public Services, and Recreation would be less than significant with mitigation incorporated but further analysis was not
required in an EIR.

The Draft Subsequent EIR evaluates the following environmental issues in detail: Air Quality; Cultural Resources;
Greenhouse Gas Emissions; Hazards and Hazardous Materials; Noise; Transportation; Tribal Cultural Resources, and
Utilities and Service Systems. Impacts related to utilities and service systems would be less than significant without
mitigation.
