The project consists of the construction and operation of an approximately 3,900 square foot In-N-Out Burger
restaurant on a 1.87-acreparcel. The restaurant contains 76 indoor seats and 76 outdoor seats. The project proposes
a single drive-through lane and pick-up window, parking stalls, landscaping, and frontage improvements. Access
to the site is provided via Santa Rosa Avenue and Yolanda Avenue.

AIR Temp Construction Impacts. MMs: Incorporate BAAQMD BMP and implement emission reduction plan for enhanced
construction equipment controls (MM AQ1 through AQ2), Prepare and implement a project level Health Risk Assessment
for future community shopping center (MM AQ3).
