	Project Description: LC2400 proposes to develop a commercial cannabis cultivation operation at 2400 Clover Valley Road, Upper Lake, CA. The applicant proposes to cluster 2405 and 2215 Clover Valley Road, Upper Lake, CA which will only be used for the acreage and no cultivation will occur on both these parcels. The applicant is seeking approval of five (5) A - Type 3 "outdoor" cultivation license and one (1) Type 13 "Distributor Transport Only, Self-Distribution" license. The total cultivation area proposed is 252,960 square feet with a total combined canopy space of 217,800 square feet. The proposed project will consist of the construction of one (1) 2,480 square feet agricultural steel building used for harvesting and processing, and one (1) 288 square feet enclosed waste and composing shed. Existing ancillary facilities include: one (1) 300 square feet break area, one (1) 36 square feet. pump house, one (1) 96 square feet Hazardous material storage shed, one (1) 1,800 square feet drying and curing building, and one (1) 1,440 square feet greenhouse for immature plants. 
	Project's Effects: The Initial Study found that the following areas may have potential significant effects on the environment: Aesthetics, Air Quality, Cultural Resources, Biological Resources, Geology/Soils, Hazards & Hazardous Materials, Hydrology/Water Quality, and Noise. However, with the incorporated Mitigation Measures and Conditions of Approval the potential environmental effects/impacts have been reduced to less than significant. These measures include but not limited to a lighting plan in compliance with dark sky requirements,  pre-construction surveys, cultural resource training to recognize potentially significant artifacts, odor control plans and dust mitigation plans, erosion and control measures/best management practices, all hazardous materials will be maintained and stored in accordance to Federal, State, and Local agency requirements, protection of groundwater and surrounding waterways, and noise standards.
