	Project Description: The Project proposes the creation of the Cheval Blanc Beverly Hills Specific Plan, which would facilitate the orderly and efficient development of the Project Site by, among other things, establishing appropriate size, height, and density limits.  Under the Cheval Blanc Beverly Hills Specific Plan, proposed development could include up to 220,950 SF and up to 115 hotel guest rooms in a single building that includes hotel, restaurant, private club, and retail uses. To allow for development of the Project, the existing commercial and institutional uses on the Project Site comprising approximately 56,787 SF of floor area would be removed.  A portion of the existing public alley bisecting the Project Site would be relocated to the southern portion of the Project Site.  Overall, the Project could result in a net floor area increase of up to 164,163 SF (under the Specific Plan maximums) on the Project Site.  The submitted conceptual plan (212,034 SF building) identifies an increase of approximately 155,247 SF of floor area over existing conditions.  The proposed Specific Plan identifies a total floor area ratio (FAR) maximum of 4.2:1 and an above ground maximum of 3.91:1.  The total FAR calculation for the submitted conceptual plan is 4.03:1 and the above ground maximum is 3.75:1.
	Project's Effects: Impacts to biological resources (bats), archaeological resources, paleontological resources, and tribal cultural resources; impacts associated with vibration during construction; and impacts to transportation during construction were determined to be potentially significant prior to mitigation.  With implementation of mitigation, impacts would be reduced to less than significant levels. Mitigation measures regarding biological resources require that a qualified biologist conduct surveys at least 30 days prior to construction to identify the presence of bats and any active or potential bat roosting cavities. Mitigation regarding archaeological resources requires that a qualified archaeologist be retained to perform periodic inspections of excavation and grading activities at the Project Site. Mitigation regarding paleontological resources require that a qualified paleontologist be retained to perform periodic inspections of  excavations and grading activities; if paleontological materials are encountered, the Applicant notify the City and consult with the Qualified Paleontologist to assess the significance of the find; and any significant fossils collected during Project-related excavations be prepared to the point of identification and curated into an accredited repository. Vibration mitigation requires that a structural engineer inspect two off-site buildings to the south; retention of a qualified acoustical engineer to review construction equipment; implementation of vibration monitoring; and implementation of feasible steps to reduce vibration levels if the warning level is triggered. Tribal cultural resources mitigation includes: a tribal construction monitor and retain an archaeologist if there is an inadvertent discovery. Mitigation regarding transportation includes implementation of a Construction Traffic Management Plan and Construction Workers Parking Plan and coordination with the City during construction activities.
