1. A Development Plan Review to allow an approximately 6,800-square-foot shop/office and the storage of operable
boats, RVs, and commercial vehicles on approximately 12.9 acres in the Light Industrial (M-1) zoning district and South
Sacramento Industrial Neighborhood Preservation Area (NPA).

2. A Special Development Permit to allow:

« A reduction in the required 75-foot setback from abutting residential zones to the south (proposed 50-foot setback) of
the subject parcel; and

» Uncovered storage proposed outside the buildable portion of the subject parcel, specifically within the required yard
areas abutting residential zones to the south and west of the subject parcel.

 An increase in the maximum 10-foot distance between required fencing and proposed trees in the required landscape
planter to the west (proposed approximately 16 feet) and to the south (proposed approximately 30 feet).

3. A Design Review to comply with the Sacramento County Countywide Design Guidelines (Countywide Design Guidelin

mitigate potential impacts to habitat and species
