	Project Description: A request by RP Agrochimex Inc. (“RPA”) for a Minor Use Permit (MUP, DRC2018-00168) to allow for the development of outdoor cannabis cultivation and ancillary structures on a 130-acre parcel.  The project would include the erection of hoop structures, construction of a new 900 square-foot office building, and conversion of an existing barn. The project would involve grading approximately 2.3 acres to support improvements to the existing driveway and construction of new building pads for the office building. Construction would result in approximately 2,102 cubic yards of cut and 1,653 cubic yards of fill, resulting in a total grading volume of approximately 3,755 cubic yards.

The project site is located within the Agriculture land use designation at 248 Carrisa Highway, approximately 3.8 miles north of the community of Shandon in the Shandon-Carrizo Sub Area of the North County Planning Area.
	Project's Effects: The project is located in an area that may support several special-status plant and wildlife species; mitigation measures have therefore been identified to avoid, reduce, and compensate for potential impacts to these species and their habitats. Potential species that may be affected by project activities include La Panza mariposa lily, Palmer's mariposa lily, Crotch bumblebee, California tiger salamander, legless lizard, American badger, San Joaquin kit fox, special-status raptor species, nesting birds protected by the Migratory Bird Treaty Act, burrowing owls, and Giant kangaroo rat. Project construction activities have the potential to create hazards to the environment under accident conditions through the release of hazardous materials into the environment; mitigation measures have therefore been identified to avoid and reduce potential impacts through location of staging within designated areas and establishment of hazardous material spill protocol. The project may result in SLOAPCD threshold exceedances of ROG + NOX and DMP; mitigation measures have been identified to reduce these emissions relating to construction equipment. 
	Areas of Controversy: Local members of the public have raised concerns regarding security, aesthetics, water supply, and cumulative impacts on similar cannabis cultivation projects located in the project vicinity. No specific issues have been raised for the proposed project at this time.
