Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

A proposed 14-unit hotel, including a manager's unit, potentially utilizing a variety of separate units, such as
pre-fabricated manufactured units, travel trailers, scoolies, buses, and motorhomes, designed with a Western themed
frontage along Mane Street and internally connected with wooden boardwalks on a single parcel of approximately 0.77
acres. The Western frontage design along Mane Street reflects an old town design with pedestrian boardwalk and an
older church, the later of which is in a state of disrepair.

The site is relatively flat with street frontage on both the north and south end of the site, which provide for vehicle
parking. The hotel would expand upon and emphasize the existing Western theme of Mane Street, but with only limited
parking along Mane Street. The new use would generate a limited number of vehicle trips.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

1. A minor ephemeral drainage course exists along the northeast corner of the property. A Streambed Alteration
Agreement with the California Department of Fish and Wildlife has been requested.

2. Potential cultural resources may be discovered during site improvements. If resources are discovered the local Tribe
would be notified and an archaeologist would assess the find, with Tribal input.

3. Potential paleontological resources maybe discovered during site improvements. If resources are discovered a report
would be prepared, an accredited museum identified for curation, and a notation requiring such actions is to be included
on the grading plan.

4. An adjoining residence could be adversely affected by construction noise levels. Temporary noise attenuation is to be
installed to reduce noise levels consistent with the County's Development Code, such as through the use of plywood or
sound absorption blankets, as determined through the completion of an acoustical analysis.

5. A water feasibility study is required by the County's Special Districts Department to ensure adequate water can be
supplied to the project, in compliance with current County development requirements.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

The area has recently been listed in the Federal Register as an historical district. However, the County does not have a
mechanism to implement such a designation. The project design attempts to incorporate a Western-themed frontage, in
keeping with a number of buildings along Mane Street, by providing a pedestrian boardwalk and false-front building

design that both screens the hotel units and simulates an older Western styled town building frontage. Parking is located
primarily to the rear of the property, but four parking spaces are provided along the Mane Street side.
