The approximately 81.3-gross acre Project site is located in the City of Jurupa Valley, Riverside County, California. State
Route 60 (SR-60) is located approximately 0.5 mile south of the Project site, Interstate 215 (I-215) is located
approximately 2.6 miles southeast of the Project site, and SR-91 is located 2.7 miles southeast of the Project site. The
Project site is immediately bounded by industrial development to the north and east, industrial, and residential
development to the south, vacant land to the southwest, and open space to the west. The Project entails development of
the Project site with two industrial buildings (“Building 1” and “Building 2”) totaling 1,299,358 square feet (s.f.), including
24,000 s.f. of office and related site improvements including landscaping, parking, and infrastructure facilities. Building 1
consists of 1,261,904 s.f. and Building 2 consists of 37,454 s.f. Although the future tenant(s) of the building is not known,
industrial uses would allow for high-cube fulfillment and general light industrial uses.
