MITIGATION MEASURES

- Habitat Mitigation and Monitoring Plan (HMMP) for California Freshwater Shrimp. The HMMP will be developed in
accordance with Caltrans standard specifications. The specifications include requirements for native and non-invasive
and non-noxious plants, quality assurance, installation methods, and documentation.

- An Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) stipulating mitigation measures is currently being prepared and will be circulated
with the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) and the Caltrans Cultural Studies Office. The mitigation measures for
the three archaeological sites will be implemented through methods specified in an Archaeological Treatment Plan
(ATP), appended to the MOA. The ATP includes provisions for avoidance and mitigation to the historic resources in the
project area, such as data recovery, archaeological monitoring, the establishment of environmentally sensitive areas
(ESASs), and continued consultation with Native American tribes.

The only potential controversial topic within the project area would be the effect determination on one of the cultural
resources located in the project footprint. California Department of Parks and Recreations (State Parks) expressed
concern of the effects determination but after consultation with State Parks, California Department of Transportation
(Caltrans) and State Parks came to an agreement with the effects determination and and are in agreement with how to
proceed in regards to the cultural resources.
