The project is located in an unincorporated community of Miramar in the City of Half Moon Bay, within San Mateo
County, approximately 0.15 miles west of State Route 1. The project area extends along the bluff below Mirada Road,
from Medio Avenue to the Mirada Road cul-de-sac south of the existing pedestrian bridge. The County proposes to
stabilize an eroding bluff that experienced extensive erosion associated with storms during the 2015/2016 and
2016/2017 rainy seasons, using a combination of shotcrete wall supported by soil nails and rock slope protection (RSP).
The project also includes replacement of a deteriorating pedestrian bridge along Mirada Road that crosses Arroyo de en
Medio.
