Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Project Location: The project site is located on a 0.3-acre parcel (APN 665-040-021) north of Palomar Lane and east of
Little Morongo Road in the City of Desert Hot Springs, Riverside County, California.

Project Description: The Proposed Project would develop an approximately 5,296 square foot (sf) facility for the indoor
cultivation of cannabis. The proposed building would include 250 sf of office space, 2,834 sf of growing space,
restrooms, a storage room, a fertigation room, vegetation room, drying/curing room, extraction room, and
packaging/labeling room. The Proposed Project would include six parking stalls on the western side of the project site as
well as the construction of Binnie Road. Binnie Road would be graded and graveled from the northern boundary of the
project parcel south to Palomar Lane. This segment of Binnie Road would be 30 feet wide.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Biological Resources: Ground disturbing construction activities may impact special-status plant species, burrowing owl,
desert tortoise, desert kit fox, and nesting birds. Impacts would be mitigated to a less than significant level with the
implementation of mitigation measures requiring pre-construction surveys and avoidance.

Cultural Resources: Ground disturbing construction activities may impact unknown buried cultural resources. A mitigation
measure requiring the archaeological monitoring of ground disturbing activities has been included.

Geology and Soils: Ground disturbing activities may cause soil erosion or loss of topsoil. A mitigation measure requiring
the use of BMPs to minimize soil erosion and loss of topsoil has been included as part of the project. Ground disturbing
construction activities may impact unknown buried paleontological resources. A mitigation measure requiring stopping
construction activities near a find and an assessment of the find by a qualified paleontologist has been included as part
of the project.

Tribal Cultural Resources: Ground disturbing construction activities may impact unknown buried tribal cultural resources.
Mitigation measures have been included which require a tribal monitor during ground disturbing activities. Mitigation
measures that detail the protocol to be followed the event of inadvertent discovery of tribal cultural resources and
treatment and disposition of resources have also been included.
