[The General Plan Update involves a comprehensive update of all elements of the existing Port Hueneme General Plan.
The LCP Update involves a targeted update aimed primarily at incorporating new requirements pertaining to sealevel
rise. The General Plan will contain the following elements: Air Quality; Circulation;Conservation, Open Space, and
Environmental; Economic Development; Social Equity; Housing; Land Use; Noise; Public Safety and Facilities; Climate
Action Plan (CAP) Element; and Local Coastal Program. The Housing Element is a state-mandated part of the City's
General Plan and includes goals, policies, programs and objectivesto further the development, improvement and
preservation of housing in Port Hueneme in a manner that is aligned with community desires, regional growth
projections, and State law. The Housing Element must address how the City will meet its housing needs, including the
provision of adequate housing for residents of all income levels. One requirement of Housing Element is to provide
adequate housing sites to provide for the City’ s share of the Regional HousingNeeds Allocation (RHNA), which
quantifies the need for housing in every region throughout the state and is determined by theCalifornia Department of
Housing and Community Development

[The project would have a significant and unavoidable impact on VMT. Goals and policies within the 2045 General Plan
are designed to reduce VMT through infill development, higher-density and mixed-use development, and enhancing the
quality of nonmotorized transportation options. However, even with implementation of these measures, VMT in Port
Hueneme would not achieve the 15 percent reduction compared to the regional average as recommended by the OPR
[Technical Advisory. There are no other feasible mitigation measures available.
