	Project's Effects: - Aesthetics: To reduce impacts related to day or nighttime views in the project area, mitigation shall include preparation of a Final Lighting Plan. 
- Air quality: To reduce cumulative impacts of criteria pollutants and exposure of sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant concentrations, mitigation shall include implementation of construction best management practices, selection of construction equipment that would minimize emissions. 
- Biology: To reduce impacts related to habitat modifications and conflict with any local policies or ordinances protecting biological resources mitigation shall include nesting bird surveys, roosting bat surveys, and implementation of a Tree Replacement Plan.

- Hydrology: To reduce impacts related to surface runoff, mitigation shall include preparing a Final Drainage Plan prior to grading
- Noise: To reduce impacts related to potential conflict with any land use plan, policy, or regulation adopted for the purpose of avoiding or mitigating an environmental effect and to increase in ambient noise level during construction, mitigation shall include implementation of traffic noise-reduction measures and of noise-reduction measures during construction.
- Recreation: to reduce impacts related to the construction of the proposed project’s private recreational facilities, mitigation shall include implementation of construction best management practices, selection of construction equipment that would minimize emissions, and implementation of noise-reduction measures during construction.
