Collectively, the proposed projects involve the
construction of up to 350 megawatt (MW) alternating current PV solar energy facility with an integrated 350 MW battery
storage system (not to exceed 700 MW).The projects propose to utilize either thin film or crystalline solar PV technology
modules mounted either on fixed frames or horizontal single-axis tracker (HSAT) systems.
