Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Request by Ricardo and Olga Ramos to allow grading for a residential building pad and driveway on a 9.2-acre parcel in
the Residential Rural land use category with an average slope of 18%. Grading is proposed on slopes ranging between
10% and 29%, for development of a 9,163 square-foot, two-story single-family residence with an attached 2,093
square-foot, six-car garage, 400 linear feet of retaining walls, and associated driveway, patio and swimming pool. The
project proposes 4,600 cubic yards of cut and 2,600 cy of fill, with 2,000 cy export, for a total of 9,200 cy earthwork. The
proposed area of disturbance for driveway, utilities and building footprint is 3,700 square feet. The project is located at
1185 Deer Canyon Road, approximately 0.9 miles west of Corbett Canyon Road and 1.75 miles north of the City of
Arroyo Grande, in the San Luis Bay Inland South sub-area of the South County Planning Area. The project includes
removal of approximately 15 coast live oak trees and eight Santa Margarita manzanita trees, and impacts to seven coast
live oak trees from grading.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project has the potential to have significant impacts to biological resources, soil erosion, and wildland fire
safety. Inclusion of mitigation measures BIO-1 through BIO-10 would reduce biological and botanical impacts to less than
significant. These mitigation measures include requirements for the applicant to reduce potential impacts to oak trees,
replace removed oak trees at a 4:1 ratio and impacted trees at a 2:1 ratio, hire a biologist to conduct preconstruction
surveys to locate and avoid potential special status species. In addition, measure WF-1 would increase fire safety by
incorporating a flammable vegetation fuel management plan into an oak mitigation and management plan to ensure
existing and replacement oaks are managed effectively. Measures GEO-1 through GEO-3 include a sedimentation and
erosion control plan to minimize soil erosion and incorporate the geotechnical recommendations of the soils engineer,
and grading will be revised to retain the majority of excess cut soil on site.
