Mountain Green Farms (MGF) proposes to develop a commercial cannabis cultivation operation at 7661 Highway 29,
Kelseyville, California further described as Assessor Parcel Number: 009-022-33. MGF is seeking approval of a Major
Use Permit that is composed of one (1) A — Type 3 “Outdoor” License, (1) A - Type 3B "Mixed-Light" License, and one
(1) Type 13 “Self-Transport Distribution” License. The total canopy area proposed is 64,560 square feet of canopy area,
located within 67,080 square feet of cultivation area. The proposed ancillary facilities include:

* (1) proposed 40’ x 60’ processing facility with ADA-compliant restroom

* (1) proposed 120-sq. ft. shed for fertilizer and pesticide storage

* (4) proposed 2,500-gallon water tanks, one being steel or fiberglass for fire suppression
