Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Request by Alison and Matt Brynildson for a phased Variance to allow for the grading on slopes over 30% to
accommodate phased development of: improvement of an existing agricultural road and construction of a primary
residence, detached garage, accessory dwelling unit (ADU) with attached garage, and exterior use areas. The project
would result in approximately 174,480 square feet (SF) of disturbance on a 162-acre parcel that is located on both sides
of Old Creek Road. The project site is located on the east side of Old Creek Road, approximately 2 miles south of Hwy.
46 West, approximately 5 miles northeast of the community of Cayucos, in the North County planning area, Adelaida sub
area.

The project would have potentially significant impacts Air Quality, and Biological Resources

Project design combined with regulatory compliance and implementation Air Quality mitigation measures AQ-1 through
AQ-3 would ensure that any impacts related to construction would be less than significant. Mitigation measures include
fugitive dust control and construction equipment maintenance/standards/operational practices. Potential impacts to
Biological Resources would be reduced to a less than significant level with incorporation of mitigation measures BIO-1
through BIO-12. These measures require: protection measures for, California spotted owl, lesser slender salamander
and northern California legless lizard, Monterey dusky-footed wood rat, and other special status plant and mammals, Site
Maintenance and General Operation measures, pre-construction survey, Nesting Bird Protection Measures and
Nighttime Lighting minimization. Potential impacts from Aesthetics, mitigation measure AES-1 would ensure impacts to
night related lighting would be reduced to a less than significant level. Mitigation measures include submittal of a light
pollution prevention plan (LPPP) prior to issuance of construction permits.
