	Project Description: The Fowler Unified School District is proposing the expansion of the existing Marshall Elementary School on an adjacent 3-acre portion of an undeveloped site located on North Armstrong Avenue in the City of Fowler, California (Project). The expansion of the elementary school campus is to serve the existing student population and relocate the District’s early learning program. The preschool is a year-round program with hours between 7:30 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, and will serve 90 students at build-out.
