The new distribution center would consist of a 1,080,308 square-foot building footprint, which includes 36,241 square feet
of office space. The facility would also feature a 250,028 square-foot mezzanine, 98 truck loading docks, 396 trailer parking stalls, and
1,010 passenger vehicle parking spaces. The project would also include approximately 26.4 acres to the south and southwest that
would accommodate ancillary utility and roadway improvements. The project proposes to enhance the local economy and municipal
revenue, and furnish local employment opportunities for residents, consistent with the goals of the City’'s General Plan.
