Cultural Resources: In the event that prehistoric or historic resources are encountered during excavation and/or grading
of the site, all activity within a 50-foot radius of the find shall be stopped, the Director of Community Development shall
be notified, and a qualified archaeologist or paleontologist shall examine the find and make appropriate
recommendations.

Geology and Saoils: If any paleontological resources—such as fossilized bone, teeth, shell, tracks, trails, casts, molds, or
impressions—are encountered during site grading or other construction activities, all ground disturbance within 100 feet
of the find shall be halted until the services.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: Prior to issuance of a demolition permit for the existing buildings on the site, a

comprehensive survey for ashestos-containing building materials (ACBM) shall be conducted by a qualified asbestos
abatement contractor.
