A Minor Subdivision to subdivide a 48.41 acre parcel into two parcels, Parcel 1 at 28.35 acres and Parcel 2 at 20.06
acres in size, located at 2030 Westside Road, Healdsburg. The parcel is zoned Land Intensive Agriculture, with a 20
acre residential density. The existing 48.41 acre lot is predominately planted in vineyard and developed with four
agricultural buildings , an on-site well and an on-site septic system. The four agricultural structures will remain on
proposed Parcel 1. No new structures are proposed with this application and the applicant has not identified building
envelopes for the resulting parcels
