The purpose of this project is to investigate, identify and/or treat any former military munitions that may be still present at
the CSLO Munitions Response Site (MRS) 09. The proposed activities include investigation (by personnel walking the
site using battery operated geophysical equipment); excavation with hand tools of individually identified subsurface
MEC/anomalies; treatment of collected items, which may include MEC open detonation; and transportation of equipment
on existing roads.
