	Project Description: The project proposes to construct an apartment complex consisting of five buildings on a 5.93-acre undeveloped site . Four apartment buildings would provide a total of 72 apartment units, ranging in size from one bedroom to three bedrooms. All units are intended to be offered at a rent affordable to households making 30-50% of the local Area Median Income. A fifth building would be a community center for apartment residents. Additional project components include parking spaces, landscaping, and utility improvements.
The project includes a request to change the General Plan designation of the project site from its existing Neighborhood Commercial (NC) to High Density Residential (HDR). The project also proposes to rezone the site from its current C-O (Neighborhood Commercial) to R-3 (High Density Residential). The Tuolumne County Board of Supervisors must grant these approvals. 
	Project's Effects: Biological Resources: 1. If construction work commences after April 1, 2024, special-status plant surveys shall be conducted in areas proposed for construction disturbance. (Appendix B of this IS/MND).
2. Pre-construction surveys shall be conducted, and necessary avoidance or mitigation measures shall be prescribed, by a qualified biologist for specific species listed in Appendix B. 
3. Prior to any ground-disturbing or vegetation-removal activities, a Worker Environmental Awareness Training shall be prepared and administered to the construction crews.
4. The project applicant shall notify CDFW of the project and its potential impacts and shall apply for a Section 1600 Lake or Streambed Alteration Agreement (LSAA) to determine if LSAA is required. 
5. If construction activities take place during the typical bird breeding/nesting season (typically February 1 through September 1), a pre-construction nesting bird survey shall be conducted by a qualified biologist throughout the project site and all accessible areas within a 250-foot radius of proposed construction areas, no more than 14 days prior to the initiation of construction
