Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed Project would develop a mixed-use commercial and multiple family residential use consisting of a
three-story office building with an area of 21,310 square feet, an 8,250-square foot daycare building with an outdoor play
area, and a 234-unit apartment complex consisting of nine three-story apartment buildings and one 3,455-square foot
clubhouse. The proposed Project is anticipated to generate 64 employees between the office use and daycare facility.
The site would also be developed with a surface parking lot accommodating 429 covered/uncovered parking stalls.
Access to the Project site would occur at the following three points: one off Normandy Road and two off Berea Road.

Impacts to Biological Resources:

Burrowing owl not identified during on-site focused surveys: MM BIO-1: requires pre-construction burrowing owl! surveys.
Potential impact to RWQCB jurisdicational area: MM BIO-2: requires satisfactory completion of permit requirements (if
any) prior to issuance of grading permits.

Nesting Birds: MM BIO-3 requires nesting bird survey prior to any on-site vegetation removal and avoidance buffers in
the vicinity of active nests.

Impacts to Cultural Resources:

Relocation of on-site cultural material: MM CUL-1 requires development of a Cultural Resources Relocation Plan (subject
to City and consulting Native American party review/approval). The relocation will identify an appropriately sized/located
relocation area, relocation process, and protection features. Requires establishment of relocation area prior to any
on-site ground disturbance, and relocation of materials per provisions detailed in the plan.

Geology/Soils:

Rockfall potential: MM GEO-1 requires evaluation of rockfall potential prior to grading permits and evidence of
completion of required securing/stabilization (if any) exposed boulders prior to issuance of building or occupancy permit.
Paleontological Resources: MM GEO-2 requires monitoring of high sensitivity areas during ground disturbance, buffering
of areas of discovery (if any), and appropriate evaluation/recovery prior to the continuation of activity.

Cultural resource evaluation of the site identified Native American material/features requiring relocation. The City has
actively consulted local Native American tribes in accordance with applicable provisions of AB52 and established
City/Tribal consultation procedures. The City, in consultation with consulting Native American tribes have identified MM
CUL-1 and Standard Conditions of Approval (SCA) TCR-1 through 8, which address the natification process,
identification procedure, relocation criteria, identification protocols, and reporting of any inadvertently discovered cultural
material. These SCA requires the retention of a project archaeologist and establish on-site archaeological and Native

American monitoring during all ground disturbance operations. Furthermore, the SCA establishes procedures for any
inadvertent discovery of human remains.
