Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The purpose of the proposed project is to upgrade the City of Redlands wastewater treatment plant (WWTP) process
components, including improvements and/or repairs necessary to handle existing and projected inflow and improve
system reliability and redundancy, while maintaining the WWTP’s current capacity and allowing the City to forgo future
improvements for the next 20 to 30 years.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project area includes suitable habitat for: nesting birds, burrowing owl (BUOW), burrowing mammals, and bats.
Mitigation measures to be implemented include: Preconstruction surveys for nesting birds, raptors, BUOW, and
burrowing mammals; nesting bird/burrowing owl awareness training; tree trimming or removal outside nesting bird
season; flagging of trees to be protected; and temporary lighting needed shall be minimized or avoided to the greatest
extent possible. No prehistoric resources were identified during the archaeological field survey, this does not preclude
the possibility of undisturbed subsurface deposits. In the unlikely event subsurface archaeological materials are identified
during ground-disturbing activities, work shall be halted within 60 feet of the find. A qualified archaeologist shall be
retained to record and evaluate the find. In the unlikely event human remains or funerary objects are encountered, all
activity within the work location shall be halted within 100 feet of the find, and the City and the San Bernardino County
Coroner notified immediately.Excavation activities at depths greater than 8 feet below ground surface (bgs) at the site
may potentially impact underlying paleontological resources, if present. Part-time monitoring (i.e., spot-checking) shall
be conducted when ground-disturbing activities impact sediments at 8 feet bgs or deeper. While the site is developed
and disturbed, the discovery of tribal cultural resources is possible. The following measures shall be implemented: A
Tribal Monitor from thefrom the Consulting Tribe(s) shall be onsite to monitor all project-related earthmoving work; if tribal
cultural resources are discovered and avoidance cannot be ensured, a Monitoring and Treatment Plan shall be
developed; and the City shall coordinate with the Consulting Tribe(s) throughout the life of the project.
