	Project Description: The 0.61-acre project site is located in the city of Thousand Oaks, on the west side of Hill Canyon Road, approximately 1.75 miles south of the intersection of Santa Rosa Road and Hill Canyon Road, and approximately 330 feet northwest of the treatment ponds at the Hill Canyon Treatment Plant. The project site is located on approximately 0.61 acre of a larger 495-acre parcel identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 667-0-120-160. The new bridge will span over Arroyo Conejo Creek in Hill Canyon. 
 
The Conejo Open Space Conservation Agency (COSCA), a joint powers authority consisting of the City of Thousand Oaks (City) and the Conejo Recreation and Park District, and the City’s Public Works Department are proposing the project, composed of a new bridge which would span Arroyo Conejo Creek in Hill Canyon, and an associated access road to connect the eastern side of the new bridge to the existing Hill Canyon Road. The western end of the proposed bridge would be positioned to tie into the existing Hill Canyon fire road which descends into the canyon from the north end of Rancho Conejo Drive. The east end of the proposed bridge would connect to Hill Canyon Road through construction of a short, new access road. The purpose of the new bridge is to improve access to existing open space areas for outdoor recreationists as well as City and COSCA staff vehicles.
	Project's Effects: The project could potentially result in significant impacts to biological reources, including California walnut, arroyo chub, western pond turtle, coast horned lizard, two-striped gartersnake, San Diego desert woodrat, least Bell’s vireo,  nesting birds, roosting special status bats; however, mitigation measures, including implementation of construction best management practices and preconstruction surveys, would reduce impacts to less-than-significant levels. Impacts from the potential spread of non-native seeds would be mitigated to less-than-significant levels by inspection of construction supplies and equipment. Significant impacts to jurisdictional waters would be reduced to less-than-significant levels by compensatory mitigation. Operation of the project may lead to increased recreation and human presence in the area that may negatively impact wildlife movement in the area; however, limiting construction hours would reduce potential impacts to less-than-significant levels. Mitigation has also been added to reduce potentially significant impacts to protected trees.
 
The project could potentially result in significant impacts to unknown buried cultural resources, human remains, and tribal cultural resources; however, implementation of mitigation procedures would minimize impacts to less-than-significant levels.
